Earth Model: Day 1: Earth’s Layers and Structure

*The daily activities should only be implemented when all students have completed the model and built/broken down the model multiple times. 

1. It is suggested that teachers first give out the Pre_test.doc for assessment purposes. The pre-test is a variation of the final test on the last day. This should only take a few minutes to complete.

2. After the exam has been completed and handed in, the teacher should hand out the overview sheet named “diagram_Student_version.pdf”. The students will keep this for the whole week, slowly adding information to it daily. The goal is for them to eventually fill out the sheet so that it resembles the completed teacher version “diagram_Teacher_version.pdf”. This, in combination with the model, will act as the lesson study guides.

3. At this point it is suggested that the students read the appropriate textbook material for the Earth’s Layers/Structure. This is optional. However, students should at least read the material at home.

4. Present the provided powerpoint on the Earth’s Layers and Structure (Layers.pptx). Here’s a cool link that can supplement the powerpoint: http://earthguide.ucsd.edu/eoc/teachers/t_tectonics/p_layers.html
5. Students should do the provided activity sheet “ Lesson_Layers_of_Earth.doc” and hand it in.

6. Guide the students in filling in information on the review sheet (diagram_Student_version.pdf). Drawing on the chalk/marker board is suggested for this step.

7. This step is optional. Students transfer the information on the overview sheet to the model. Have them pick a quadrant and fill in Earth’s layers/Structure information.

8. Students should break down their model for storage. The materials should fit into a basic folder. Have them store the overview sheet as well.

9. Any left over time should be spent reading material for the next day: Latitude and Longitude.
