Outer Core: Mostly Fe, surrounds inner core, liquid.

Lower Mantle: Thickest layer, ultra heavy rock.

Upper Mantle: Part of lithosphere, brittle. 

Crust: You live on it, relatively paper thin, brittle, least dense, floats on mantle.

Lithosphere: Solid part of Earth.

Asthenosphere: Layer of deformable rock below the lithosphere.
