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The Arroyo Willows (Salix lasiolepis) are found near water. Willows provide wildlife with food and excellent shelter. 
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The California Sycamore (Platanus racemosa) is a very common species it only grows were the underground water table is high. Sycamores provide much needed habitat for the birds and insects that rely on these riparian and oak woodland habitats. The California Sycamore is long-lived, grows up to 100 feet tall and is deciduous (losing its leaves in the fall). The tree usually has multiple trunks that can be up to five feet in diameter. 

The California scrub oak is an evergreen shrub that is drought tolerant. It can grow 5-10 ft. high and is native to California. [image: image6.jpg]COASTAL SCRUB OAK

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	Coyote brush is a common chaparral plant in California and Oregon. It can be found all over California from San Diego County to Oregon, coastal sage scrub and chaparral, hillsides and in canyons below 2500 feet. 
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American Holly is a native broad leafed evergreen tree; it is easily identified by the red berries.
