Activity:
Students will be placed into groups and provided with a dissection tool kit and one tray of kelp holdfast material. Using the provided dissection kit, students will cut, tear apart, and sift through the holdfast recording any findings. Findings can consist of anything the student finds interesting (e.g. seastars, bryozoans, kelp blade, worms, holdfast root, etc.). 
Goal:
Strengthen the concept of biomes from the previous lesson plan, emphasizing that they can consist of a various sizes (scale – e.g. arctic circle, kelp forest) and be located in any environment (e.g. desert, ocean).
