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Activity:
Students will be introduced to global fisheries and some of the various techniques used for each type of fishing method. In addition to an in-depth presentation, videos and in-class interactive activities will be used to strengthen their understanding of the material.
Goal:
Make students aware of global fisheries, including the positive and negative effects of these industries if not properly managed. To encourage students to think outside the box for possible solutions to world issues, using fisheries as an example. To show the interconnectedness between various things:
a. Overfishing can affect predators such as larger fish and marine mammals.
b. Illegal gill netting can result in increasing bycatch, which includes non-targeted species such as sharks and marine mammals.
