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Activity:
Students will be introduced to the concept of conservation, what it is, why it is important, and the difficulties in managing. Interactive activities, which include teamwork and on-line search tools will be used to strengthen their understanding of the material.
Goal:
Introduce to students the concept of conservation and why it is important. Emphasize the difficulties of managing a resource when multiple parties are involved. Strengthen online search capabilities while learning how to decide what information is valid.
