Lesson Concept:  The shape of sediment grains changes as the grains are transported across the earth’s surface by the forces of ice, water, and wind.
Focus Question:  What happens to the lollipop the longer you suck on it?

	ENGAGE                                          Step 4

Show video of sediment transport. Ask students to describe what is happening to the sand grains.



	                                                          Step 2

Students list their observations from the video. This can be done individually in their notebooks and then shared out, or listed as a group on the board.

	EXPLORE                                        Step 5

During activity, teacher walks around and asks questions about the experiment.
-How is the shape of the lollipop changing?
(Lollipop should be getting smoother the longer it’s in their mouth. Students will also say it’s getting smaller, but make sure to focus on the shape more than the size.)
After the activity ask them what they think happens to sediment grains the longer they travel on the earth’s surface, based on their experiment (might need to remind them that the lollipop represents a sediment grain).

Each student completes the activity outlined in “3_Rounding.pptx” and fills in a data table in their notebooks.

Students answer discussion questions provided by the instructor during and after activity. 

	EXPLAIN                                         Step 6

[bookmark: _GoBack]Show students the graphic chart from Slide 5 in “3_Rounding.pptx” and explain that geologists use these terms to describe the shape of sediment. Have students describe the shape of their lollipop at the end of the experiment using the chart. Optionally, show a few examples of rocks and have students categorize them using the chart.

Students use the rounding chart from Slide 5 of “3_Rounding.pptx” to describe the shape of their lollipop and optionally some rock samples.
