Research

--Side Questions--
1= Most questions incomplete (most = more than half incomplete)
2= Incomplete responses for some questions
3= Answered all questions with some supporting evidence

Output

--Big Question—
To be answered somewhere in project output. May be addressed in writing or as part of a skit, presentation or movie. 

1= Does not address Big Question in Output
2= Incomplete response with some or little evidence of research
3= Comprehensive response addressed once with proof of research 
4= Comprehensive response addressed more than once with clear proof of research


--Text-based Component--
This may be accomplished on a poster, prezi, website or as text in an iMovie. 
Present descriptive information about your volcano and its eruptions. (Where? What? When? Etc.) Use text to highlight at least five key facts about your volcano. Define at least three key words.  List the resources you used in your research: this can include specific books, websites and class notes (specify which day).
